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All 4 Military Branches require that students take the ASVAB. The  

ASVAB is an aptitude test that identifies specifics skills of each student. 

Students are given a final score at the conclusion of the test. The ASVAB 

test is conducted with a proctor of the military who comes to the school 

site. Students interested in signing up should see Mrs. Law in the office.
